Today I want to talk with you about 
the events that will be taking place 
within the United Methodist       
denomination later this month at a 

specially called General Conference that will held on 
the 23-26 in St. Louis, Missouri.  As many of you 
know by now, there is a movement in our nation to 
accept same sex marriage as a normal life choice and 
to accept the homosexual lifestyle as a normal life 
choice for any and all.  The highest court of the land 
has already condoned this as a right we are all to  
accept as a social norm.  There are many who find no

 Many of the Protestant denominations have  
struggled with this issue for many years. Many of 
them are giving way to this alternate  lifestyle as being 
Christian and wholesome for those who so choose.

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want to accept this life style or if they want to remain 
within the current teaching of the church.  The problem 
with this is that we would remove all language from our    
Discipline of this being unacceptable to Christian         
teaching.  In other words, the denomination will change 
even if we donôt want to.  However, we may find            
ourselves without a pastor or be forced to accept a  
pastor who would perform such ceremonies. We would continue to be         
apportioned by a denomination that now accepts the ways of the world over the 
Word of God.

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 One of the various mission programs Wesley Chapel supports is the 
Rockwood Backpack Program. Mr. Jay Best is the programôs coordinator 
and facilitator. Begun in 2016, approximately    
70-75 elementary students take home a variety 
of canned vegetables and fruits, granola bars 
and boxed dried fruits every other week.  The    
bi-monthly distribution costs approximately $500 
each week.  All the costs are from donations: 
churches, individuals and fundraising. Students 
in the high school start organizing early in the 
week, and one of the life skills classes distribute 
the packages of food to the homerooms of the 
elementary students.  Mr. Best visited Wesley 
Chapel on January 13th and brought this very worthy program to the  
congregationôs attention.  After engaging the audience with some songs, 
Jay brought home to us the hunger in our own neighborhoods here in the 
Rockwood Area School District. Thanks to Jay we will never take for 
granted how fortunate we are for Godôs gifts, and we will surely          

remember to support this very  worthwhile mission.                        -Linda
